Subject: Firearms / Weapons on Campus 

While you are attending the Bike School at Ithaca College, please follow these guidelines regarding the possession and storage of firearms:

1.  Firearms are not to be carried or stored inside any Ithaca College building including the residence halls.  The only exception to this is when you are instructed to report to a class in uniform with your firearm.

2.  When not specifically instructed to bring your firearm to class, your weapon should be secured in the trunk of your car or at the Office of Public Safety. It is recommended that weapons only be stored in vehicle trunks that lock and not in hatchbacks, vans, pickups etc.

3.  Shoulder weapons (rifles or shotguns) are not permitted at any time on Ithaca College property.  In the event you brought a shoulder weapon you may store it at the Office of Public Safety.  

4.  All ammunition should be stored with the firearm.

5.  No weapons are to be brought to the outdoor dinner on Wednesday night.

6.  When not on Ithaca College property, all participants must comply with New York State laws and your department's rules and regulations regarding the carrying of off-duty weapons.
